9. District Information & Cultural Officer - Member-Secretary
Ministers / MOS(IC) / MOS from the districts and MLAs should invariably be invited to inaugurate
/ attend programme being organized by the districts.
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(b ) Educational Institutions-

All Government/ Government-aided/ Government-sponsored schools, colleges, universities,
polytechnics, ITls and other educational institutions shall organize special assemblies to observe
Paschimbanga Divas (West Bengal Day) on 20 June 2026 in a befitting manner which will
include-

(i)  Special lectures in universitics and colleges

(i) Essay, debate and quiz competitions in schools and higher eJucational institutions
(iii) Publication of educational material in Bengali and English

(iv) Establishment of annual memorial lectures in State universities
